Examples and Templates for Writing Objectives
Option II and III

Here are three examples and templates to help you write your objectives (at least 3) for Exercise I on page 27 in the notebook.  Once you have your objectives written you should  put them on the form found on page 27 ( or in the same pattern from your word processor).  along with 2 hypotheses for each objective.   You may wish to make additional copies of this template for objectives 2 and 3.

Refer to your Project Thesis Topic Proposal, # 4 for possible ideas for your objectives.

1.  What change will occur? (increase, decrease, …)





2.  How much change is expected? (___%, significant,___) 






3.  Who or what will change? (must be observable and measurable) 





4.  Where the change will occur?  









5. When the change will occur?  (  time frame of unknown beginning)  





In the following examples “intervention” is a generic word and you should substitute your specific intervention, e.g.  “of putting the new manual in effect” or “of completing the training program.”

Example A

Objective: Within 6 months of the intervention, there will be a 20%  reduction in the number of data entry errors in the Accounting  Department at Acme, Inc.

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Examples of possible hypotheses for Example A

Hypothesis A.1:  At least 60% of the employees in the Accounting Department  feel that the number of data entry errors made is excessive.

Hypothesis A.2:  The average number of data entry errors is at least 150 per day.

Example B


Objective: Within one year of the intervention, the number of third grade students reading at or above grade level at Bibliophile School will increase significantly

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Possible Hypotheses for Example B

Hypothesis B.1:  The number of third grades students at Bibliophile School reading at or above grade level is 20% below the national average.

Hypothesis B.2:   At least 60% of the third grade teachers a Bibliophile School  feel reading levels should be improved.  

Example C


Objective: To increase the morale in the Painting Department of Venus, Inc.   significantly within 9 months of my intervention.

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Possible Hypotheses for Example C
Hypothesis C.1:   A at least 65%  of employees in the Painting Department feel that moral is low.

Hypothesis C.2:  80% of all former employees of the Painting Department left because of low moral.
